Hearing Aid Care
Your hearing aid is a delicate instrument.  Its performance depends largely on the care you give it.  If you handle it properly and follow a few simple rules, your hearing aid should serve you well for several years.
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Do	Keep the hearing aid dry.
Do	Use your wax loop/brush to remove any debris from the receiver tubing.
Do	Wipe the hearing aid with a dry tissue or cloth after use.
Do	Protect the hearing aid and batteries from excessive heat or cold.
Do	Open battery doors at night.
Do	Store hearing aid in its case and in the same place when you are not wearing it.
Do	Keep the hearing aid and batteries away from small children and animals.  Batteries are considered toxic.
Don’t
Don’t	Clean the hearing aid with any alcohol or cleaning fluids.
Don’t	Wear the hearing aid while showering or swimming.
Don’t	Spray hairspray while wearing your hearing aid.
Don’t	Expose your hearing aid to moisture.
Don’t	Wear your hearing aid when exposed to loud noise.
Don’t	Wear your hearing aid to bed.
